The U.S. Embassy is sending this message to registered American citizens to inform 
them that the U.S. Election Assistance Commission (EAC), through the Overseas Vote 
Foundation, is conducting a survey on absentee voting.  EAC has asked for the State 
Department’s help in disseminating the survey to Americans worldwide.
